V: Taunt, ridicule, provoke or threaten other players, teammates, spectators, coaches or officials.

V: Abuse of facilities or not following facilities rules

V: Not participating in the after the game hand shake line.
Failure to comply with this Code of Conduct/ Zero Tolerance Policy, may result in game and or        season suspension determined by the VooDoo Inline Hockey Board of Directors.
